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o However, under the impact of colonization and
capitalization, the indigenous traditional livelihoods
have been superseded by cash crops or industrial
development.

o With Taiwan is entering the consuming society and
the implementation of two-day weekend in year
2000, the society has seen an increasing demand
for domestic travelers.
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o Traditiona livelihoods such as hunting-gathering,
fishing, shifting forest farming, or subsistence
peasant cultivating constructed the indigenous
traditional food system (Kuhnlein and Receveur,
1996).

o Theindigenous traditional food system is specially
related to the ethnoecological knowledge about
how people acquire, process, use food and keep
their environment sustainable.
